His journey came about after winning a competitioyn

his employer N Power, a conventional and renewable
energy supplier. Its purpose was to take equiproento

an educational settlement established by RobertnSwa
which is totally reliant on renewable energy; mgifibm

3 wind turbines, with solar heating for hot waterda
bicycle energy as a backup. Cell phones, MP3 payer
etc. were charged by solar power and one of thediips
showed solar panels on a backpack!

After his first visit to the area Robert Swan origad a
cleanup of the beach, which he estimated involved
removing 2,000 tons of scrap metal, which led te th
Russians giving him the portacabin now used for
educational purposes. This is staffed by voluntders
part of the year — it is not yet possible to liveere
throughout the year on renewables, although thgtteof
habitable time is increasing.

Robert Swan has also founded the 2041 organisamn,
called because the moratorium on the extraction of
mineral rights expires in 2041, which he is campiig

to extend. Some of the main points made by Duncame w
that the ice is receding faster than scientistsenxgected,
that the most important thing that we can do tdgmiothe
habitat is to reduce CO2 emissions, and that heldvou
encourage everyone to switch to green energy.
