Local Campaigns  
 

The AGM of the Jefferies Land Conservation 
Trust will be held on Saturday March 27th at 
2pm, Richard Jefferies Museum, Marlborough 
Road, Coate. 
In its 2009 annual report the Trust draws 
attention to the fact that Swindon Borough 
Council is taking forward its Commonhead 
strategy that will include 750 dwellings, 15 ha of 
employment land, 5.5 ha for hospital expansion, 
a shop and schools. These will mainly be on the 
land east of Day House Lane. There are also 
concerns that the proposed buffer land to the east 
and south of Coate Water Country Park, which 
Redrow Homes and Persimmon Homes have 
options to buy, may be under threat. 
The AGM will focus on the Save Coate 
campaign and all are welcome. For more

At the time of 
writing the leaders of the three major 
political parties have signed up, along 
with 56 councils; 1,400 companies and 
nearly 40,000 individuals.
