Swindon Literary Festival includes Cleo
Paskal speaking on “Global Warring”, her
book which looks at the not so distant future
of life on earth. This event takes place on
Sunday 8 May at 5pm and is presented in
association with Research Council UK. It is
followed by a double bill looking at
environmental and sustainability issues on
Tuesday 11 May

The evening kicks off at 6.30 with Peter
Lipman discussing the book he co-authored
Do Humans Dream of Electric CarsPhe
author accepts that millions of people have a
shared love of travelling and it is something
they do every day, but asks whether we
shouldn’t be doing things differently as we
consider a future without cheap oil, and a
legally binding agreement to cut carbon
emissions?

This
recently released, Oscar nominated film takes a
look at the global food business and asks what
the real price of the cheap, over packaged food
consumed in the West is. It considers what
matters most to the biggest producers — is it their
profits, the livelihood of farmers, the wellbeing
of the environment and animals, or the health of
workers and consumers? The film will run in
conjunction with Swindon Film Society, and the
Transition Swindon Food Network, who will be
running a stall in the interval — do come and say
hello.
